In her blog, Annie Mae expressed a frustration that is common to people of faith. When we are
faced with overwhelming need; What can we do?

In a parable, Jesus said that we can make a profound change with even the smallest of gestures. In Matthew 25,
Jesus tells a story about the righteous and their welcome to heave:

Then the king will say to those on his right, 'Come, you who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared
for you from the foundation of the world. For | was hungry and you gave me food, | was thirsty and you gave me
drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited
me.' Then the righteous will answer him and say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give
you drink? When did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or naked and clothe you? When did we see you ill or
in prison, and visit you?' And the king will say to them in reply, 'Amen, | say to you, whatever you did for one of these
least brothers of mine, you did for me.

I would like to invite everyone in our Discovery family to help make a small gesture to feed the hungry and welcome
the stranger. | am embarking on a small mission of my own to ride my bike across Minnesota and raise money for
Simpson family services (www.simpsonhousing.org).
