LOVE INC CLEARINGHOUSE GOING FULL STEAM - Since the first day the Clearinghouse opened over 7 weeks
ago, we have been receiving calls from people in our community who need help in various ways. We've heard from
people who needed transportation, child-care, food, winter jackets, gloves, and boots for their children, gas to get to
work, Christmas presents for children, assistance finding affordable apartments, help with teens and children, and help
in applying for other social services. We've been able to find resources to help with many of these needs often through
our generous volunteers. We also have had requests that we have not been able to help with such as assistance with
utility bills, rent, and car payments.

Our dedicated corps of volunteers who been staffing the Clearinghouse is now up to eleven. Several more will be
receiving training soon to add to this group.
