simple “How are you?” or “How is it going?” Wesley’s hope was that we would be willing to go

deeper with our relationships and care in a meaningful way.

One of the strongest elements of success in the early Methodist Movement was the use of small groups. In every
town that Methodists visited, in every community where a Methodist preached, at ever coal mine, in every prison, in
every place where Methodists had the courage to go, we gathered people together to care, love and support one
another in our daily walk through life. These small groups became so popular that leaders were often forced to issue
special tickets to participants to insure that everyone had a place in the community and everyone had a group to call
their own.
